The ASEAN Summit held in Bali recently may have inaugu-
rated --- this is of course an unbridled optimistic view -—-—
a new era of regional cooperation in this part of the world.

The Declaration of ASELN Concord and. the economic declaration
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irrevocably committed the five countries to a path of acéele-

raing cooperation and joint action in the economic, social and
cultural fields. The agreed concept of making Southeast Asia
a gone of peace, freedom and neutrality --- pioneeréd by the

late Prime Minister Tun Rezak of Malaysia -—- offers the

possibility of future political cohesion as weii.’

means to social progress, and that in the end the pedple will
judge the results of economic policies in social and hﬁma@
terms.  This has, iﬁ turn, profound implications for the peaée

and stability of each country and of the whole region,

The labour ministers realize, of course, that social
development  is always in danger of being shunted aside as a

romantic, unrealistic and even dangerous preoccupation.
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In most of our countries, the eéonomiéts are ih power; they
afe phé‘realists and the rest of us are theidreamers. And

yet in’real life, the social ministries tend to be the realists;
they deal with the realisties of the work place, the reélities
ofloppression-andCunjustice, the realitiés of social conflicts
:fand tensions that, uﬁrecdgnizédVand'unfegulafed, can strain

and pgrhaps burét‘the‘fabric of social and‘poiifiéal stability,
and eyentﬂegéte overnight,’in extreme cases,.the neat cbnstructs

of the economic planners and technocrats.

It is undeestandable therefore thaﬁithe labour ministries
and related agencies in social develoﬁméﬁt:— in ASEAN warmly
welcome the work of the Clearing House for Social Development

in Asia.

. More and more we are learning touthihk almost automatic-
ally in bothAnationai'and'régional terms. ‘In the Philippines,
‘ for ekample,,policy“debates'in'the Cabinet and in the planning

councils tend to cull increasingly from both national and
\regional\expériénqe. : The*subjécts may bevhouéing, employ;

ment, wages, migratioh, or women's rights; the debate sounds
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incomplete without a regional frames of reference. On the

other hand, the sources often used are plain journalistic :

‘what comes out of the Far Eastern Economic Review or Asia Week,
both of which, incidentally, are Hong Kong - based weekly

publications.

This is not to denigrate the work of the United Nations
agenciés eSpecialiy the ILO and ESCAP.  Both agenciesvare'
,éxtremely helpful but the time lag between the availability of
informatién and its use limits the usefulneés of data. I
'submit that there is very,liftle‘dgngerlof the Clearing House
rduplicating_either ILQ or E3CLP provided its informatioh can
" be morektopical, its soéiél indicators more frésh, its formats
more comprehensiblevor at leasﬁ more‘accessibie ﬁé the lay
people-in governments, trade'unioﬁs, employér organizations
and other social institu£ions.

Finally, the mere‘fact,that’we are here concerned with
organizing a regiqnal‘information system.for social develop~-
‘ment in hgman terms.\ From a pﬁfeiy economic point of view,

.. the wages of'workers‘represent a strictly cost factor; the
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. same aé the price of land, equipment and money.  But from a
b?oadlyjsocial,poinﬁ of view, wages are rightly regarded as
an“investment.in human cap;tal. . Only the most dogmatic‘econo-
mists»gan és§ert_that there 1is no correlation between nutrition
and.produdtivity, on_betweenrphe_hgalth and education of today’é

children and the,future of a national community. -

Fortunately in my own country, we are guided by the.firm
¢hand of a.national leader détermined to build = NeW'Society
based on social justice. President Ferdinand E. Marcos has
just decreed an increased minimum wage following a consensus
reached in the National Tripartite Conferénce-on Wages, Incomes
and Employment in Baguio City. This is’ar\ decision that the
whole nation, including the employers, broadly support; it is
a small scep and only one of many taken in‘the social develop-
- ment field, but considering the oBdurate ressistance of écono-
mic planners, it represents nevertheless a moral friumph‘of

the cause of social development in one LSEAN country.

The Clearing House for Social Development in Asia should

of course steer clear of political decisions in the countries
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it serves. ?értﬁnately the FES record in this respect.is
irrapproachable. But by foéussing attention on social develop-'
menﬁbin the regioﬁ it is in fact exalting, iﬁ a most practical‘
fashion,‘ﬁhe idéa_oﬁ humsn devélppmemt és thé real development:
or, as Wernow say it, devélopment with a human face. T there-
que'wish to'réitérate the warm support of my government fo

nations into oﬁe unity is one eof fhe most difficult tasks»#o
achieve. Since nearly more than éO years, European States
‘have tried to establish a united Eufipe. On one hénd much
has been achieéved, fbr example, people can travel freely:from
ohe country to. the cher andrtradejbetween the-éountries of
the Cemmon Market is growing, on the other hand, unificétion
créatedbmaﬁ& ﬁroblems, especially as far as tﬁé agricul£ura1
ﬁarket is concerned; However, what deem to be the moéf
Aimpoftant obstacles‘at the moment are £hé different so;iai
.conditions within the European étates. This is hindefihgv

the development towards one cemmunity.
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Realizing that unity can not be_echieved_without,equel social
development in all countries concerned, it_i§ of great impor—y '
tance to exchange informatioh between ASEAN‘countries on

social development.r' The government and institutions of all
those five countries must know more about the sdcialusitutation
of the partner countrles and it is hoped that the Clearing House
contrlbute and support the exchange of v1ews and experiences

among ASEAN Countries.

Wevwere elweys emphasizihg thet the Clearing House.shouldvbe
deve;oped ihto,ae'Aeian institutioh and that Asians must out—
line the gene rai policy; Therefore, we called for this
meeting and besidee discussing eocial development in ASEAN
countries wehehall meet for epecial,bosihees sessione of the
Interim Governing Council andlthe Stahding and Advisory‘Council.
‘We hope that all of you will brlng forward many su5gestlons and
ideas for the further development of the Clearlng House ‘
Espec1ally we hope that none of you will hesitate to crltlclze
where it is thought o' be necessary.v It would be of no help
to the development of the Clearing House if criticism is drawn

back because some of you would not llke to criticize the sponsor

&
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or if some of you fear criticism would make us withdraw the

financial support.

During these discussions, especially in ?espect to some guide-
lineé for thé>long—range prospectives of the Clearing House
‘weshall usé ‘the results of the regional survey on the demand k
for and supply of information. This survey has heen imple-
mented last year and surveys of the countfiesvThailand,
Singapnre and the Philippines have been finalized. Thé‘surveys
ih Maiaysia and Indonesia are still going on. We~shail have -

time during this meeting to discuss the‘results.ig detail.,

Looking back- to the fbur years éinceywe were thinking to
éstablish'a Cléaring‘House and looking back to the one ahd‘a>~'~’
half year of actual work, it can be recognized, that it is a
lohé‘way to'develop an iﬁfcrmation service. However, we have
to be reélistic and the realization itseff that clearing SOCial
problemé'énd that the sérvice of information on social develop—
ment is difficult to achieve;and’will téke a long time is very -

‘heipful to think and act in realistic terms.

Whaﬁ is clearly needed then, is a better balance in
the values whlch we seek for ourselves and future generatlons
Thagt is to’say,.there are values of spirit, of community, of,3
ﬁémanit&,iﬁﬁichldeserve to be promoted at least as fervently

as 'GNP", and perhaps even more so. The Clearing House .

should also be able to assist considerably in this regard.. :
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" What are some of the things we need to know more about?
One is the issue of:"soeiai‘in&icators" indices of how well we
iare doing in achieving human happiness. By now it‘is clear
that "gross national product" can be goirg up, but not at all
happiness‘ While the term happlness must have some unavoid-
able degree of amblgulty about it, nevertheless to deny that
we can pin it down and quantlty it to some meanlngful extent
is tantamount to denylng science 1tself Much has been done

-in the field of soc1al 1nd1cators but much more needs to be ‘

done.

A second issug concerns the best way to organlze for
development Showmld organizations be centralized, or decent—
ralized? - Ad hoc, or permanent? Bureaucratic or political?-

These-are just a few of the dimensions to consider. Again,

we are learning about this issue, but too slowly.

Third, just as we have learned, perhaps too late, that
we can have economic development without increasing happiness,
similarly it may be possible to have social developmentowith—

out increasing liberty. A forced march to enhance certain
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indices of social developmeht at ail costs may turn out to be
as short-sighted as was the same forced march to economic

-growth.
