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I. Family Planning Program(_éugust 1971)

A. Cumulative Achievement Rates

By the end of August, 72.6% of the annual IUD target of 300,000 had been achieved. By
province the highest achievement has been reached by Kyungnam with 84.1% of its IUD target
met and Kyunggi with 83.8%. Seoul and Cheju have the lowest rate, so for reaching 50.5%.
and 46.0% of their yearly target.

Total achievement for the year until August for vasectomies equaled 58.6% of the annual tar—
get of 20,000. Pusan and Seoul have reached the highest rates with 87.1% and 70.8%. Chungnam
and Cheju show the lowest with 45.6% and 18.3% of their yearly target met.

. The average monthly achievement for condom users from January to August 107.5% of the
targeted 150,000 users per month. Chungnam and Kangwon have had the highest rates reporting
a monthly average of 127.6% and 115.1%. Jeonbuk and Cheju the provinces with the lowest
monthly averages reported 96.8% and 84.6% of the condom target met.

For the entire country, 55.6% of the average monthly oral-pill target of 320,000 users per
month had been reached by the end of August. Kyungbuk and Kyunggi reported highest rates
with 81.4% and 80.1% respectively. The lowest monthly average reported came from Jeonbuk
and Seoul with 37.5% and 29.3% respectively. 7

In Urban areas, particularly Seoul and Pusan, vasectomy achievement has been comparatively
high. This should be accounted for when target are established. Vasectomy targets should be
increased in Seoul and Pusan and decreased in the rural areas. Fieldworkers in the rural areas
have often complained about the difficulty in. finding vasectomy acceptors. This change in targets
would help relieve some of the pressure on these fieldworkers.

Further consideration should also be given to the target. Continued low achievement for oral-
pill suggests, this change should be made.

B. Contraceptive Achievement

About 384,448 persons received government services during August. Of these 50.5% received
oral-pills, 43.8% received condoms, 5.4% accepted IUD’s and 0.3% accepted vasectomies.

1. IUD

In August, 20,816 people accepted IUD’s.” Thus, from January to August a total of 217,659
persons accepted IUD’s. This equals 72.6% of the yearly target. In 1970 there were 20,052
acceptors in August. If this equals 100, achievement for August 1970 equals 103.8. As can be
seen in the next chart, achievement for August is low when compared to a target line adjusted
for seasonal fluctuations. Achievement equals 6.9 and target line is 7.4
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2. Vasectomy

In August there were 1,285 vasectomy acceptors. Since January there had been 11,723
acceptors which equals 58.6% of the yearly target of 20,000. Last year’s August acceptors
numbered 792. If this is equal to 100, August 1971 equals 162.4.

In Chungbuk province there were 18 cases of vasectomy in August 1970. This year achievement
was more then 10 times higher, amounting to 209. As can be seen in the following diagram,
August achievement was 6.4 of the yearly target compared to the target line of 5.3. The
high achievement his month is probably a result of the endeavors of family planning workers
and authorities to make up for the poor performance at the beginning of the year.

3. Oral-Pill

There were 193,935 persons using oral-pills in August. Since January, the monthly average
has been 177,877. This is 55.6% of the monthly target of 320, 000.

If last August 1970 results equal 100, August 1971 equal 123.6. The greatest improvement
over last year’s achievement was found in Pusan and Kyungnam where if August 1970 performance
equals 100, August 1971 equals 237.4 and 195.4 respectively.

As can be seen in the following chart, oral-pill achievement is 5.1 of the target compa1ed to
the target line of 8.1.
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4. Condom

In August there were 168,911 condom users. The average number of monthly users since
January was 161,304. This is 107.5% of the target of 150, 000.

Last year’s

August achievement equaled 155,893. If thisis equal to 100, August 1971

achievement equals 108.0. Compared to last year, also Jeonnam’s achievement equaled 138.4

and Seoul’s equaled 121.5.

Achievement

for August equaled 9.4 of the years target. According to the target line which

accounts for seasonal fluctuation, 7.6 of the target needed to be met.

II. Fieldworker Activities

A. Achievement per Fieldworker

In August there were 384,448 acceptors. There are 20, 816 IUD acceptors, 1,286 vasectomy

acceptors, 168,411 condom users, and 193, 935 oral-pill users. The highest number of acceptors
were in Kyungbuk with 68,600 acceptors, Jeonnam with 61, 800, and Kyunggi with 48, 200.
Per ficldworker, there were 163.8 acceptors. This is 9.2 loop acceptors, 0.6 vasectomy acceptors,
74 condom users and 85 oral-pill users per fieldworker. The average number of acceptors per
fieldworker from January to August is 158.

B. Registration

There were 1

,930,000 family planning registrants in August. The average monthly registration:

for the first half of the year was 1,856,000. Thus, August registration is 4% higher than the
a verage. Per fieldworker, 10 people were added to the registration and 6 were dropped.
Registrants per fieldworker at the end of August equaled 848, a slight from July’s 844.

C. Home and Office Visits

In August, fieldworker made 237,407 home visits and 127,119 office consultations. This is
per fieldworker 104 home visits and 56 office consultations.

III. Re-insertions and Re-acceptances
A. IUD

In August, of all IUD insertions 71.8% were first insertions and 28.2% were re-inserions.
Highest rates for re-insertiorns were in Kyungnam and Chungbuk where 40.6% and 30.1%,
respectively, of IUD insertions were re-insertions. The large urban areas of Seoul and Pusan
had the lowest rates of re-insertion with Seoul showing 10.6% and Pusan 8.8%.

B. Oral-Pill

In August, first oral-pill acceptances equaled 6.8% of all oral-pill acceptors and re-acceptance
equaled 93.29%. The highest rates of re-acceptance were in Seoul with 18.2% and in Pusan with
13.4 of acceptance. Lowest rates were found in Kyunggi and Kyungbuk where 3.7% and 3.6%
of oral-pill acceptances were re-acceptances. There was a 10% decrease in the number of first
acceptors from July to August.
