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Abstract

A study on the medicine value system

in a middle sized city in Korea

Soo Il Park *

Concern about the over-consumption phenomena of medicine in Korean society has been
pointed out in many research papers.

It has been insisted that the most important reason for the over-consumption of medicine
of Koreans is an undesirable value system including over-expectation of the effects of medicine.

This research is aimed at verifying a description of the Korean medicine value system.

The medicine value sysfem of Koreans has been pointed out as follows : 1)drug dependence,
2)over expectation of possible drug effect, 3)unscientific approach to medicine, 4)use of unreasonable
sources of information.

The thirteen questions were prepared to verify these assumptions. In four out of thirteen
questions, over 50 % of the respondents selected irrational responses.

Respondents who were farmers or Buddhists and who had low educational level, poor health,
low social economic status and no religious affiliation tended to have a more irrational medicine
value system.

Among the variables studied, educational level, job, and social economic status were more

importantly effected.
