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A Study on Impact of End-of-Life Care
Intention of Geriatric Social Workers

This study focused on geriatric social workers in Korea, and the purpose of this
study was to explore the effect of end-of-life care intention. To achieve the goal,
this paper was surveyed 264 geriatric social workers in Seoul and Kyunggi-do. For
analysis, SPSS 20.0 was utilized in technical statistics and the regression analysis.
The results of the study were: 1) awareness of need to provide end-of-life care was
represented the greatest influence on end-of-life care intention. 2) value for the
end-of-life care among professional factor of end-of-life care was influenced on
end-of-life care intention. 3) experience for the end-of-life care among professional
factor of end-of-life care was influenced on end-of-life care intention. 4) some results
of correlation analysis differed form results of regression analysis. Based on the result,
some implications to increase end-of-life care intertion of geriatric social workers was

discussed.
