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Abstract

Comparative Study on Public Pension and Public Assistance for the
Elderly in Some OECD Countries (1)

Most of countries in the world are struggling hard to find an alternative social
development model which can be sustainable under the conflicting socio-economic
conditions of rapidly increasing demand for social security need dictated by ageing
population while the social resources have been dwindling due to the sluggish
economic growth. Consequently, most of the OECD member countries are in the
process of reviewing their social security Systems -such as old age pension with a
view to make them more sustainable.

This study examine public pension and public assistance in the old-aged income
maintenance system with cross-national comparative perspective. This study starts with
the research question how role sharing between public pension, public assistance, and
other allowance schemes for old-age basic income security is carried out in some
OECD countries: the United Kingdom, Germany, Sweden, Australia.

For this purpose, main focus of the analysis has been placed on how basic
income security for elderly have been shared among various public schemes.

In the analysis result, we could patternize Germany centered income related
public pension, Sweden separated public pension and public assistance(minimum
guarantee pension) by beneficiary's income stratification, the United Kingdom
combined public pension and public assistance for beneficiary, Australia centered
public assistance. And it suggests basic direction of old-age income maintenance
system as follows: principle of universal and individual security; principle of
sustainability; principle of equity.
